The popularity of social networking sites such as
Vkontakte, Facebook, MySpace, and Classmates has
risen more than four times from 2005 to 2009. Many
users say these sites are good for our society, but oth-
ers are sure that there are more dangers in them than
benefits. Your attitude to such websites depends on
your age, job, interests and way of life.

. Social networks promote communication with friends

and family, they give people necessary and useful




computer skills and teach them to express their ideas
in a clear way. Another thing is that the sites let peo-
ple create new relationships and reconnect with old
friends. In every way, more communication, even on-
line, makes connections stronger.

. Social networking sites make people spend more time

online and less time communicating face-to-face. The
sites have many time-wasting activities. You stay on-
line longer than you planned and do nothing serious or
important. Experts say that teenagers spend about
nine hours every week on social networking sites.

. A big risk about social networks is that teenagers are

careless. They don’t worry that their personal infor-
mation and photos could be open to lots of people. Also
the sites don’t guarantee that their registered mem-
bers are who they say they are. If a person says he is
James Burns, a college student, we have to believe
him. We cannot check his real name or occupation.

. Psychologists say that social networking sites can

have serious disadvantages. It is hard for children to
have real conversations and make friends. They be-
come selfish personalities and lose interest in real life.
Parents spend less time with their children and all
members of the family spend less time with each other
because they are using the Internet instead of commu-
nicating in person.

. Internet users spend most of their time on social net-

works and blogs. Users in the USA spend about five
and a half hours every month on their favourite site.
And the number is growing. Russians spend 6.6 hours
monthly on social networking sites. It is more than
people in any other country. For example, in Europe it
is 3.7 hours a month.

. New research shows that social networking sites can

be used in schools. Teachers should find ways to use
them in class. It would help students to learn how to
get information from Internet resources and share it
with classmates. Students would also be able to express
themselves creatively and present themselves better.

A great fight still goes on. The question is: should
students wear school uniform? As with most things, there
are two sides to the debate. Some people say that all schools
should introduce uniforms. Others are sure that school
uniforms are old-fashioned. However, both arguments have
experts on their side. There is no clear answer. Let’s look at
the pros and cons of it.

Many experts believe that students who wear school
uniforms study much better than those who don’t. This is
because you don’t have to worry about what you are wearing
each day. As a result your attention improves and you learn
to concentrate better on your studies. Wearing a uniform in
calming colours makes you feel more serious and responsible.

They say if you wear a uniform then you won’t behave in
a violent or inappropriate way at school. A uniform is a rule
and rules must be obeyed. Research showed that students in
uniforms don’t play as many tricks on their classmates, tease
or bully them as much as their casually dressed mates.

Everyone wants to look their best and better than their
classmates. Everybody wants to be popular and wear the
latest fashions. However, not all students have enough
money to buy stylish clothes. Uniforms make them all equal,
social differences are not seen. No one wears expensive
brands. Everyone wears the same thing, exactly the same
brand. With a uniform, there is less competition in class.

School uniforms, however, are not always cheap for
parents, especially if there are two or more children in a
family and they all go to school. Parents can’t buy any skirt
or trousers they want. They can’t shop in the sales either.
What is more, many schools have several uniforms such as
an everyday uniform, a formal uniform for special events
and a uniform for P.E. classes.
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Students in uniforms look the same. Uniforms don’t give
students individuality so they have to look for other
opportunities to express themselves. For example, they
might start using make-up early, behaving badly or wearing
bright accessories as a reaction against it. It’s not the
answer.

Finally, there’s comfort. Lots of students complain that
they feel uncomfortable when they wear uniforms in class.
Some children have sensitive skin and like to wear 100%
cotton clothes. Uniforms are often made from synthetics,
such as polyester which is harmful for a child’s skin,
especially if the child spends the whole day at school.

Cambridge University is the second-oldest university in
the English-speaking world (after the University of Oxford)
and the seventh-oldest in the world.

The story of Cambridge University begins in 1209 when
several hundred students arrived in the little town of Cam-
bridge after having walked 60 miles from Oxford. These stu-
dents were all churchmen and had been studying in Oxford at
that city’s well-known schools. It was a hard life at Oxford
for there was constant trouble, even fighting, between the
citizens of the town and the students. Then one day a student
accidentally killed a man of the town. The Mayor arrested
three other students who were innocent and they were put to
death. In protest, many students left Oxford, some of them
went to Cambridge. And so the new University began.

It was Cambridge University. Of course, there were no
Colleges in those early days and student life was very differ-
ent from what it is now. Students were of all ages and came
from anywhere and everywhere. Life in University was
strict. Students were forbidden to play games, to sing (ex-
cept sacred music), to hunt or fish or even to dance. Books
were very rare and all the lessons were in the Latin language
which students were supposed to speak even among them-
selves. ;
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In 1440, King Henry VI founded King’s College, and oth-
er colleges followed.

Nowadays there are more than 30 different colleges, in-
cluding five for women students and several mixed colleges,
in the University. The number of students in colleges is dif-
ferent: from 30 to 400 or 500.

The training course lasts 4 years. The academic year is
divided into 3 terms. The students study natural and techni-
cal sciences, law, history, languages, geography, medicine,
economics, agriculture, music and many other subjects. Af-
ter 3 years of study a student may proceed to a Bachelor’s de-
gree, and later to the degrees of Master and Doctor.

There are many ancient traditions that are still observed
at Cambridge. Students are required to wear gowns at lec-
tures, in the University library, in the street in the evening,
for dinners in the colleges and for official visits. One more
tradition is to use Latin during public ceremonies of award-
ing degrees.

All the students must pay for their education, examina-
tions, books, laboratories, university hostel, the use of li-
braries. The cost is high. It depends on college and university
speciality. Very few students get grants.

Many great men studied at Cambridge, for example, Ba-
con (the philosopher), Milton and Byron (the poets), Crom-
well (the soldier), Newton (the outstanding physicist), Dar-
win (who is famous for his theory of evolution) and Kapitsa
(the famous Russian physicist).

It was danc-
ing. It helped her to express herself and become famous in
school. What is interesting is that no one had ever taught her
to dance.

She
was usually writing lyrics for her songs on the back of her note-
books. However, Shakira was a good student because she was a
quick learner and could understand her teachers’ explanations
faster than others.

As soon as the bell rang after class, Shakira was the first
one to run and get in line for the cafeteria.

. Coca Cola appeared in Atlanta, Georgia, 1886. Doctor
John Pemberton made a special syrup, but he kept its
components secret. He added some mineral water to it
and took the new product to the chemist’s. There the
syrup was sold for five cents a glass. Pemberton told
everyone that Coca-Cola cured many illnesses, includ-
ing headaches, stomachaches, and nervous break-
downs.

. Coca Cola was first sold in ordinary bottles. In 1915,
the company held a competition to create a new bottle
for their drink. They said it should be a bottle that
would make Coca Cola different from all other drinks.
Even today the shape of Coca Cola bottle is one of the
most recognized packages on the planet...“even in the
dark!”.

. The famous Coca Cola symbol was created by John
Pemberton’s colleague, Mr. Robinson. He thought
that two letters “C” would look great in advertising.
Besides, the red and white colours were simple and
effective. Red was energetic and bright and so would
attract young people. As for the style of writing, it
was just popular in the United States during that
period.

. Before the 1930s, Coca Cola was only considered to be
a drink for warm weather so the company started a
campaign to remind people that Coca Cola was a great
choice in any month. For this a talented artist drew
pictures of a happy Santa Claus enjoying a drink of
Coke. The pictures were published in magazines and
made Cola even more popular.

. Coca Cola was one of the first companies that invested
money in public projects. For example, the company is
proud to be an old and devoted partner of the Olympic
Games. This connection began in 1928 with the Games
in Amsterdam. Since then the company has sponsored
lots of football, hockey, and basketball competitions.

. The Coca Cola Collectors Club was formed in 1974 by a
small group of people. Today it has become interna-
tional with more than 5,000 people from 28 countries.
Club members collect everything connected with Coca
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Cola: bottles, posters, newspaper articles, postcards —
everything. They sometimes meet to exchange their
treasures.

G. Today there are 16 special variants of the original Co-
ca Cola recipe. Some have less sugar or no sugar at all.
Such Coke is chosen by those who want to keep fit.
Children may prefer a cherry or a vanilla flavour. The
drink also changes from country to country, reflect-
ing national preferences.

You can travel almost anywhere in the world, and you
will probably see graffiti. Although graffiti is more common
in big cities, today you may find it in almost any region or
district, big or small. It’s everywhere: on trains, walls,
bridges and buildings. Love it or hate it but graffiti is part of
the everyday urban world. Some people consider it art while
others think it’s vandalism. However, few of them really
know how old graffiti is.

The word graffiti itself probably.comes from the old
Greek verb which means “to write”. Writings on walls
already existed in ancient Rome. The Romans cut graffiti on
walls and monuments. What was it like, you may ask?
Ancient graffiti was absolutely different from today’s. It
showed phrases of love, political ideas, simple thoughts,
magic spells, alphabets, and famous quotations from
literature. )
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Modern graffiti dates back to the US of the 1960s. At
that time for young people it was a form of self-expression
and a political protest. Teenage groups in New York, for
example, painted graffiti to mark their territory. Later,
there started competitions between different groups. That
meant that the quality of graffiti became more important
than just the amount of it.

Today graffiti has travelled all over the world. However,
it is still an illegal art. It has been always painted on private
or public property, like cars, trains, fences and house walls.
As a result most people see it as vandalism. Besides, it’s
rather hard to clean graffiti paints, and cities spend millions
every year on it. So, in most countries graffiti is forbidden.

On the other hand, modern graffiti is, by its nature, a
form of painting. After all, the artists uses the same
methods and materials. However, instead of paints a graffiti
artist prefers sprays, markers, and crayons. Some of their
works are really impressive and fascinating, they are
powerful and have a deep meaning. Graffiti often makes grey
walls look cheerful.

The purpose of some graffiti is to spread and declare
social ideas. That’s why a lot of graffiti paintings have
political topics. Some cities have special places where the
walls of different buildings can be used to create pieces of
graffiti art.

Probably, the most famous graffiti artist is Banksy,
who comes from Bristol, England. He strongly believes that
writing graffiti on buildings is an effective way to
communicate with people. His works are very often aggres-
sive, provocative and even rude. In his graffiti he expresses
personal political and social views, which are against war
and capitalism. '

Banksy is known not only for his graffiti works. He also
likes playing “jokes”. He sometimes unofficially hangs his
works in the main art galleries. He doesn’t want to be paid
for them because he’s sure art should be free. He says he
wants to see how long it will take people to notice it. Once
Banksy went into the Tate Gallery dressed as an old man, and
glued a picture to the museum wall in protest of the Iraq
War.

My friends, our relatives and my
parents’ friends come to visit us at weekends too and we have fun
all together.
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Interlocutor: And what’s the best way for you to relax?

Student: Swimming or playing computer games.

Interlocutor: I like out-of-doors activities. Unfortunately we
are having lots of ecological problems here. What ecological
problems do people worry about in Russia?

Student: We certainly feel concerned about worldwide
problems like global warming and the world’s oceans level rising.
I think all the countries should join their efforts in fighting them.
Our factories and cars pollute the air and water too much. We can
stop it if we learn to use clean energy — the energy of the sun and
the energy of the wind.

Interlocutor: Look, Greenpeace activists are arranging a
lecture about rainforests. How about gomg there with me?

Student: Sounds interesting.

Interlocutor: It’ll be in the library, tomorrow at 6 p.m.

Student: Ok, -I’ll be there but I must be going now. See you
later.

Interlocutor: See you.
