In the picture we can see two kids pulling the
sledge. If we look at the sledge from the point of
view of physics, we can see several forces applied to

the sledge. The arrows help us visualize these forces:

E (the green arrow) is the force with which
the bigger boy is pulling the sledge. The smaller
kid is trying to keep him from going away and is
pulling the sledge in the opposite direction (Fz the
blue arrow). Apart from these two forces there’s
one more force applied to the sledge. It’s leftward
directed frictional force 133. As the result of these
three forces / if we sum up the three forces, we get
net force 136. This force is directed rightwards and
makes the sledge move rightwards.

There are two more forces in the picture: F4
is gravitational force and FS is elastic force. They
are equal in their values, but their directions are
opposite. That’s why they balance each other and
don’t affect the net force.

Listen to a radio programme about the different
ways of learning English and then complete the
sentences.

“Crazy English” is the name of an untraditional
method of learning English in mainland China which
was conceived by a man named Li Yang. Li believed
that the traditional way of learning English in China
was ineffective. Li Yang’s method places heavy
emphasis on practising English orally. His method can
be described with the quote “To shout out loud, you
learn” Students practise his technique by going behind
buildings or on rooftops and shouting English. They
also go to his rallies and shout together; this helps
them overcome their shyness (everybody is doing
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it, so nobody is embarrassed). But many members
of the school administration in China disapprove of
this method because they believe it goes against the
traditional Chinese values of modesty and restraint.

“Crazy English” originated when Li Yang (also
known as “Crazy Lee”) was very concerned about
passing a Chinese standardized English test for college
students. During his studies he found that reading his
assigned English work out loud was very effective
for him. When he finally took the test, he earned
the second highest score in his level. Soon after his
excellent performance in the exam, he gave a lecture
on his method of learning English. Li Yang graduated
from Lanzhou University in 1990. After graduation,
he continued to practice English using this method,
often standing on the top of the office building where
he worked and shouting in English. He did not start
promoting his method on a large scale until 1994 when
he founded the Li Yang Cliz English Promotion Studio.
Since then, his method has become very popular; it
currently has approximately 20 million practitioners,
including several foreign teachers.

Ex. 35
Listen to the interview and match the speaker
with the question.

Speaker 1

There are in fact varieties of English spoken
within the United States and Britain which might be
unintelligible even to their fellow citizens! There are
certainly varieties of British English which Americans
can’t understand, and vice versa. Much will depend
upon the regional accent and how extreme this is,
though differences in vocabulary will also play a part.

Speaker 2

There certainly are, and this can cause confusion.
For example, in South Africa, “robot” is the standard
name for a set of traffic lights, a “globe” is an electric
light bulb, and a “packet” is a shopping bag. Walking
on the pavement is safe in Britain (where it means the
paved area reserved for pedestrians) but fatal in North
America (where it means the paved surface of a road)!

Speaker 3

This is a fascinating and complex question with no
short answer, as regional features depend on many
things.

One factor is the accent in the area of Britain
from which the settlers originated; for example, the
tendency of South Africans to pronounce “milk” as
something like “mulk” is thought to be the influence
of a British regional accent.

The educational level of the original settlers
determined how “standard” or “extreme” their accent



was when they arrived, which also determined the
colonial accent, to some extent.

From the time the settlers were separated from
their mother country, their vocabulary, and to some
extent their grammar, began to differ from British
English.

Speaker 4

Statistics are not always reliable, and there are
many ways to “speak English”. So how does one
define it? English can be a first, second, or occasional
language, and can be anywhere on the spectrum with
standard English at one extreme, and pidgin varieties
at the other.

However, estimates of first language speakersrange
between 300 million and 400 million, with roughly the
same number of second-language speakers.

Speaker 5

American English has the largest variety, and is
spoken by 250 million people.

It is difficult to select which variety has the smallest
number of Englishspeakers. Would only predominantly
English-speaking countries be considered? Would
second-language speakers count? For example, in
1993, the first language speakers of English in Hong
Kong were estimated at 59,000.

However, all English-speaking populations are
undoubtedly growing in numbers, so estimates become
inaccurate quite rapidly!

Speaker 6

Yes, it does do this to an extent, when users of the
internet opt for online jargon and e-mail abbreviations
and omit any regional vocabulary which they feel might
not be understood. There is, however, no proof that
this online behaviour will influence the many varieties
of English in any significant way. It’s unlikely that all
of these varieties would suddenly become one single
bland internet English!

There are several thousands of languages on our planet.
According to different sources, somewhere between
3000 and 8000 languages are spoken in the world at
present.

The highest world ranking position is occupied by
Mandarin Chinese with more than 873 million native
speakers and 178 million second-language speakers.
Today more than a 1000 million people speak

speak this language, including 322 million native
speakers.

Third place in the world ranking is held by English.
More than 309 million people speak English as a first
language and 600 million as a second language. English
may be one of the few languages in the list where the
number of native speakers is actually two times less
than the number of its second language speakers.

Then comes Arabic. According to rough estimates,
the number of speakers of Arabic equals the total
population of Arabic countries, which is about
323 million.

The next three rankings are held by Hindi,
Portuguese and Bengali with 181, 177 and 171 million
speakers respectively. Surprisingly, the total number
of Hindi speakers is estimated at 948 million, if
people with significant knowledge of the language are
included in the count. The number of second language
speakers of Portuguese and Bengali is not very high
in comparison with Hindi. It is about 20 million in
both cases.

In eighth place in the world ranking system is
Russian with 145 million native speakers and about
110 million second language speakers. Next comes
Japanese with 128 million first language speakers and
only 2 million second language speakers.

These languages are the nine most spoken in the
world. '

Now Hvorostovsky has a house in London and
speaks good English. He works a lot and tries to
lead a healthy life. He confessed that he had given
up smoking and had stopped drinking alcohol many
years ago. He knew this would help him perform his
best in his profession.

Listen to a radio programme about some research
on teenagers’ attitudes towards globalisation and say
whether the speaker has a similar attitude to yours.

The world is becoming increasingly global. This is a
cultural and economic phenomenon. In many ways
it is a great benefit. But at the same time, many
people are concerned with the world’s growing
interdependence.

Today’s adults are having the discussion about
the changing world. Tomorrow’s adults will be living
out the results of these discussions. Today’s teenagers
are the first people to live in the global world. This is
their universe. They are the future. So we should pay
attention to their views.

This research was designed to examine the two
following hypotheses:

The first one is that teenagers are natural globalists.
They want to know more about other people and places.
They are interested in technological developments
and want to learn more about technology. They want
to experience other cultures.

The second hypothesis is that teenagers are afraid
of globalisation. They are not interested in people from
other places, do not want to buy any foreign goods and
don’t want to connect with other cultures at all.

The sample for this study included two hundred
teenagers between the ages of 14 and 18, from New
York (USA),Lebanon,Azerbaijan,and the Philippines.
The locations were all urban.

The results of our research suggest that teenagers
are natural globalists and are largely in favour of
globalisation. More importantly, nearly all of the
teenagers in the study were very positive towards
technology, cultural exchange, trade, international
goods, and immigration.

While adults argue about the processes of
globalisation, the results show that teenagers around
the world are reacting positively and in a similar way
to the issues surrounding globalisation.

Journalist: Hello, everybody. Today we are talking

about one of the hot issues of our time: migration.

Nowadays people from different countries do
not always stay where they are and instead move
to other parts of the world. What are some the
reasons for this happening? We are asking our
guest, a well-known sociologist Peter Darcy to
comment on this popular topic.

Sociologist: Hello, let me first start with some terms.

Sociologists have long analysed migration and
have developed the “push-pull” model. This
model differentiates between “push factors” that
drive people to leave home and “pull factors”
that attract migrants to a new location. Push
factors occur within the sending states, that

is, those that send migrants abroad, while pull
factors occur within the receiving states, or those
that receive immigrants from abroad.

Journalist: It all sounds very scientific and rather
complicated to me.

Sociologist: Okay. I'll try to rephrase it. Push factors
are the negative aspects of the sending country,
while pull factors are the positive aspects of the
receiving country. In fact, they are really two
sides of the same coin. Migrants move not only
because they see a lack of benefits at home but
also because they see more benefits abroad,
otherwise the move would not be worthwhile.

Journalist: Now I see. So people are analysing what
they are losing and what they are getting when
they move to another country.

Sociologist: Exactly! But sometimes push factors
leave people with no choice but to leave their
country of origin. For example, two of the most
serious push factors driving people to emigrate
from their home country are lack of jobs and
poverty. In fact, it’s really just economics that
provides the main reason behind migration. In
some countries, jobs simply do not exist for a
great deal of the population. In others, the gap
between the wages provided in the sending
country as compared to the receiving country is
great. India has recently experienced a surge in

emigration due to a combination of these factors.

Journalist: So I understand that economic problems
have always been one of the main reasons for
migration. What are some of the other factors
you consider important?

Sociologist: Of course there are war conflicts, and
political and religious persecution. Some of these
migrants end up in receiving countries as refugees
or asylum seekers. The 1951 Geneva Convention

Relating to the Status of Refugees defined the
qualifications for such migrants so that these types
of newcomers would not be returned to places
where they could be persecuted again.

Journalist: Are there any other global problems that
make people migrate?

Sociologist: There is a factor that may sound new
but actually is very old and that is environmental
problems. Environmental problems and natural
disasters often cause the loss of money, homes,
and jobs. In the middle of the 19th century, for
example, Ireland experienced a famine never
before seen in its history. By late autumn of
1845, the main staple of the Irish diet, the
potato, was practically wiped out. People started
to die of starvation. The famine killed hundreds
of thousands and forced millions of Irish to flee.
As a result, the large population of Americans
and Canadians of Irish descent, especially in
Boston, New York, and Chicago, can trace its
ancestry to this period.

Journalist: Yes, I know about this only too well since
my family is of Irish descent. They left Ireland at
that time and settled in Boston. So now that we
see what makes people leave their homes, let’s
talk about how they choose their destination,
or receiving country, as you put it. What makes
them choose one country over another?

Sociologist: Right, so this question leads us to more
discussion about pull factors. The first, and often
the most important reasons, are higher standards
of living and higher wages. People who move to
more developed countries will often find that
the same work they were doing at home is often
awarded higher wages abroad. They will also find
a greater safety net of welfare benefits should
they be unable to work.

Journalist: It’s pretty obvious that migrants would
try to maximise their benefits in the new country.
But could it be a problem for them to find jobs?

Sociologist: Sometimes it can, but almost all
developed countries have found that they need
migrant labour in some form or another. Rich
economies create millions of jobs that domestic
workers often refuse to fill.

Journalist: Well, thank you, Peter, for your
comments. We’ll continue our conversation...

Ex. 99

Speaker 1

I believe it’s stupid for a teenager to identify himself
with a particular political party. I realised that a month

I first got this interest when I started
listening to rock music. The lyrics of the bands
I listened to told me a lot about various political
issues, current events and human rights abuse. Music
has opened my mind to the world of politics and now
I think I have quite a balanced view of it.

When I am old enough to vote, I think I’ll vote for
a personality rather than for a political party because
I want to remain independent and keep my freedom
of choice.

Speaker 3

I'm just 16 now and I understand that my life
experience is very limited but that doesn’t mean that
I, as a teenager, can’t start participating actively in my
society. For all teenagers, it will soon be our turn to
develop cutting edge technology, discover cures for
diseases and rule our countries.

That’s why I'm so interested in everything that’s
happening around me. My own parents’ political views
also play an important role in my life. They have very
different views on politics, so they always argue certain
issues and I learn a lot from them.

Speaker 4

Winston Churchill is thought to be one of the best
providers of political quotes. But I can’t agree with
one of his statements: “Any man who is under 30 and
is not a liberal has no heart; and any man who is over
30 and not a conservative has no brains”

I'm nearly 18 and I'm going to vote soon. I believe
I have both a heart and brains but my political views
do not fall into one category. At one time I was a
democrat, at another I was very left wing. Since then
I have been unsure about where I belong in the
political world.

But what I do know for sure is that | want a stable
government under a moderate leader.

It is unacceptable to ask people to pay for students
who will earn more when their university degree is
completed and will then have better job prospects. As
it is, too many students are going to university and
coming out with rubbish degrees. Taxpayers’ money
will be wasted on these students.

Speaker 2

Education should be free for all. Educated people
progress further in life and are more likely to help the
country and create jobs. Education gives you a better
understanding of things. People without degrees
also do well, but, in my opinion, the number is less
in comparison to degree holders since it takes longer
to move up the ladder. I know it is not possible to
do free education for all. Still, the country would be
better off with people holding degrees and getting the
appropriate training.

I don’t think higher education should be free,
however, it should not be as expensive as it is. I think
universities have had their time.

...I'd like to say a few words about the project “Global
Classroom” that I have been involved in. This is an
interactive course which was initiated by East Carolina
University in the USA and Saratov State University
here in Russia. It unites participants from a number
of English-speaking international universities via
the internet and webcams®. The goal of the project
is to create an open, personal exchange among the
students of each country through a series of classroom
discussions. Through the project, students are exposed
to information on the countries’ cultural backgrounds
and traditions, family structures, the value of work
and of life, and their hopes for the future. Most of the
students are communications or international studies
majors, but the project also appeals to education
majors,or future English teachers. Each class is digitally
recorded and simultaneously broadcasted through
the internet to the respective partner university. In
addition, each student is paired with a partner in
the foreign university. Student partners are required
to work together to complete papers and projects
required by their professors as well as to conduct more
in-depth discussions.

In the United States, the approach varies from state
to state. Most of the vocational courses are offered
by community colleges. Historically, high schools
have offered some vocational courses, such as home
economics, typing, and auto repair, though schools
have put more emphasis on academic subjects for all
students because of educational reform standards.

Most colleges operate under a policy of “open
admission”. This means that anyone with a high school
diploma may attend, regardless of prior academic
status or college entrance exam scores.

The “open admission” policy results in a wide
range of students attending college classes. Students
range in age from teenagers to working adults who
are taking night classes to complete a degree or gain
additional skills in their field. There are also students
with graduate degrees who enrol to become more
employable or to pursue lifelong interests.

The first type of study is to get an associate’s
degree,in which a student earns the qualification after
a two-year course. This degree coincides with jobs that



require some level of college education but not a full
four-year degree. The associate’s degree programme
is also for students who are planning to obtain a
bachelor’s degree at a four-year college. It allows them
to complete the necessary “core” requirements before
they enter the four-year college.

The second type of study provides certification in
an area of training to become, for example, a computer
repairperson, a medical technician, or a translator.
Such certification allows for better job opportunities
in many areas, as well as hiring preference or higher
salary status when entering the workforce.

Thelargest and the most unified system of vocational
education was created in Russia in the second half of
the 20th century with the so-called Professional no-
tehnicheskoye uchilische and Tehnikum.

Vocational education is still an important part of the
education system in Russia. A vocational qualification
from Russia is generally recognised in the other states
in Eastern Europe...

The assignments are wordy,
lengthy and difficult. I often wake up at five in the
morning with new ideas about my way of thinking!

It’s a 60-point course that was just launched this
year. The materials include DV Ds, books and software
such as “First Class”, the university’s own conferencing
software. You are allocated a tutor and a tutor group.
There is no exam; rather you are assessed on your
portfolio. This course is really what you make it. There
are no right or wrong answers, which can be extremely
frustrating, but challenging and rewarding as well.

Will Bronson: Yes, essentially, nobody wants to have
five or six remote controls at home, which means
that we, as producers, have to combine several
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functions into one device. If you can get down to
one device, for example, the entertainment PC that
combines electronic devices and PC devices, then
you've got a product that allows you to have better
content, video on demand, music on demand, and
the ability to show your photos and share them
with your family. I think that any device that can
manage all these functions is going to be the one
people would most naturally choose.

Journalist: But it doesn’t sound to me like this kind
of device would be easy to operate.

Will Bronson: I think any manufacturer of modern
electronic devices has to be very clear that
what we produce has to be simple. It can’t be
a headache to set up, and you shouldn’t have
to compromise about what you can do with it.
It has to enrich our lives, not make them more
complex. For the consumer, that means that when
you take something out of the box and plug it
in, it’s going to work. And your devices have to
work together. If you're playing music on your
stereo, or if you're projecting TV pictures or a
film on different screens around the house, it all
has to work together and it has to work straight
out of the box for the consumer to use easily.

Journalist: A very interesting perspective. Thank
you, Will, for speaking to us.

My advice to anyone wanting to get involved
in cutting-edge technology is to work in engineering.

At the moment, I’'m working as an engineer at a
technical consultancy. I'm really impressed by the level
of technological work I've been part of since joining
the company in January. For example, I'm involved
in upgrading the Heathrow Express so that there’s
a network for data to be available all around the
airport.

Secrets of an ancient computer
Computers go back farther in history than you might
imagine.

A mysterious mechanism found in a 2,000-year-
old Greek shipwreck may have been used to calculate
the positions of planets, predict when eclipses were to
occur, and analyse other astronomical activity.

Known as the Antikythera mechanism, the device
is about the size of a shoebox. When it was found
underwater about 100 years ago, the mechanism was in
poor shape. Its metal pieces had apparently congealed
into one mass, and then had broken into pieces.

People who studied what was left of the mechanism
suspected that it had something to do with astronomy.
To find out more, researchers recently used advanced
imaging methods, including X-ray computer
tomography, to look inside the metal fragments and
to check for ancient writing on the device.

The researchers discovered that the mechanism
had at least 30 bronze gears with as many as 225 teeth,
most likely all cut by hand.

This fresh look provided clear evidence that the
device could have been used to compute eclipses of
the sun and moon. A lunar eclipse occurs when the
moon passes into Earth’s shadow, and a solar eclipse
occurs when the moon passes between the sun and
Earth.

Scientists suspect that the mechanism was also able
to show the motions of the planets. A user could pick
a day in the future and, using some sort of crank, work
out a planet’s position on that date.

With the added information, the researchers
came up with a new model for how the mechanism
operated. All these findings show that the Antikythera
mechanism was perhaps 1,000 years ahead of anything
else discovered from its time period.

HEDGEHOG campaigners have won their battle
against the fast-food giant McDonald’s to protect
mammals from the dangers of McFlurry cartons.

For four years they have been campaigning for the
ice cream containers to be redesigned to help protect
the animals.

Hedgehogs have been tempted into these discarded
tubs by the sweet smell of the dessert, only to become
trapped and then they die of starvation.

There have been several instances since 2002,
which have prompted a national campaign led by the
British Hedgehog Preservation Society (BHPS).

In 2002, McDonald’s agreed to look into redesigning
the McFlurry cup after ten hedgehogs needed treatment
at the Wildlife Centre after encountering the cup.

Now they have come up with a new lid for their
cartons which will have a hole big enough to get ice
cream out of, but too small for a hedgehog to crawl
through.

The British Hedgehog Preservation Society warned
about the problem in a recent newsletter. “In the hot
weather we have been having, more ice cream is sold,
and hedgehogs are desperate for food as the ground is
hard and natural food is scarce;’ it said.

“Unfortunately, we also get reports of hedgehogs
found dead with their heads stuck in McFlurry
containers, and we can only guess the amount that are
never found and die a slow death in a secluded spot.”

Today, Fay Vass, spokeswoman for the BHPS, said:
‘Apparently McDonald’s are delivering the lids into
their restaurants this week, so they should be in use
by September.

It’s been a very long campaign, we’ve been pushing
for five years, which is far too long, but we're very
glad that the changes seem to be happening” A
spokeswoman for McDonald’s said: “McDonald’s
have undertaken significant research and testing to
develop new packaging for our McFlurry dessert
that addresses this issue. New lids were delivered
into all UK restaurants as of Monday, 21 August. Our
restaurants and packaging will continue to display
anti-littering messaging to encourage our customers to
dispose of their litter responsibly, and we conduct daily



litter patrols whereby we collect not only McDonald’s
packaging but also any other litter that has been
carelessly discarded””

Progress check 1, Ex. 1

Listen to a girl speaking about her experience of
learning English and put the parts of the course in the
order she mentions them.

...During my 6th form one of the subjects I studied,
and the one I probably enjoyed the most, was English
Language. Even having it at 9 am on a Monday
morning could not put me off. We studied the NEAB
syllabus which included several parts.

First, there was Original Writing, not necessarily
“creative” writing, but more along the lines of “write
an advert, letter, newspaper article about...”. This was
my favourite part of the course. In the exam we got a
choice of four questions and only had to do one, which
gave us a lot of freedom. This was hard to do at first,
but our teacher had us practice a lot and it soon got
easier.

Then, we had a Stylistic Analysis part in which we
were given a text. The text could be anything from
a piece of poetry to an extract from a novel, and we
had to look at the way the language was used within
it to create special effects. Again, this was hard in the
beginning but practice helped us to improve.

Then came a Language and Society paper... this
included three topics but we had to answer only one. We
learnt all three in class — language learning of children,
language change, and socio-linguistics, which included
lots of accents and dialects. I can still remember a lot of
this today, including the fact that there are eight ways
new words can become part of the language.

Two days before the exam we were given three
huge piles of material to prepare for a Case Study. In
the exam itself we had to summarise and reformulate
it into something suitable, such as a magazine article.

Finally, there was the Language Investigation part.
This made up most of the course work and took the
best part of six months. My investigation was on the
mistakes native German speakers make when writing
informal letters in English.

Our English lessons at school were a lot of fun,
but especially so in the 6th form. We learnt not only
through books, but through websites, television, radio
programmes and more. What I particularly liked about
English as a subject was that it was so interesting —
sometimes with subjects such as maths, it can be hard
to see how it relates to real life, but language is used

by all of us every day in some form or another. It’s
a fascinating subject and I would recommend that
anyone with an interest do a course.

What delightful and fearful words these can be: “My
first job” Some fear it, and some can’t wait until they
have the opportunity to experience it.

But even deeper is the sense of responsibility and
self-sufficiency that comes with making your own
money. Nobody wants to live with their parents forever.
Eventually you have to get on with your life and
support yourself. Getting your first job starts your road
to independence. Along with this independence come
a number of things, such as issues of accountability,
financial responsibility, personal growth and maturity.

For many, it’s the first time real responsibility is
required. For example, you have to show up to your
job or you'll be fired. Attendance is mandatory. If you
are ill, you generally must find someone to fill in — it
is your responsibility, not your supervisor’s. And if you
don’t do a good job, or if you seem like you would
really rather be somewhere else, it’s unlikely that you
will find yourself continuing long in your position.

Of course, personal growth is a result of all these
things. Being able to spend your own money the way
you choose is a great show of freedom as well as a great
responsibility. You are now free to do more of what
you want independently of your parents’ finances. The
very fact that you are taking on the responsibility of
a job speaks volumes for your maturity. You may not
like your job, but you will certainly feel more “adult”
because of it.

But remember that unless you are entering the
job market fresh from university or college and are
ready to begin your career, it’s unlikely that you’ll get
a job that matches your skills particularly well. In fact,
you may end up flipping burgers, mopping floors, or
stuffing brochures — jobs which aren’t always fun. But
when you do what you don’t want to do because you
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know you have to do it, you grow more at a personal
level. And all of these factors combine to create the
unique experience of having a first job.

Anna: What language do you think is the most
useful one nowadays? I’ll be learning two foreign
languages at the university, and I can choose the
second one.

Max: English is obviously the most widespread, but
it doesn’t count, does it?

Anna: No, it doesn’t. It’s my first foreign language,
T’'ve been learning it at school, and I’ll go on
with it at university. I have no choice here. But
they take into account students’ preferences and
make up groups accordingly. There can be groups
studying English and German, English and
Spanish, English and Japanese and whatever.

Max: Yeah, I see. Why don’t you choose German...
or, probably, French.

Anna: I don’t like the sound of German. Too harsh
to me.

Max: Then French? It sounds nice, does it?

Anna: It does. I like French songs very much. But
people say that the language is a rather difficult
one, and it’s not easy to gain fluency as you have
to keep in mind all sorts of cases and genders.
Verbs agree with nouns in gender, number, and
whatever. Who can remember all that?

Max: Well, I was about to suggest Chinese. Its
popularity is growing... But now I see that
it wasn’t a good idea. If you find French too
challenging, I bet Chinese character writing
doesn’t look appealing to you either.

Anna: Chinese?! Never ever! It’s incomprehensible
for a European. And not only characters! It’s
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impossible to speak it! Do you know that one
and the same word, when pronounced with
different intonation, may denote absolutely
different things? 1 would pronounce them to you
if I could. I heard those words, but naturally they
slipped my memory immediately. No, it’s too
clever for me.

Max: I see. And now I believe I know what
language you need. No extended vocabulary to
memorize, no grammar rules at all, no tedious
drilling, no... well, it’s very easy to comprehend,
and lots of people use it. Me too.

Anna: A language that can be learnt without much
effort? Sounds tempting. And you say that you
can speak it too? What’s the language?

Max: Body language. The only language that meets
all the requirement of a lazy student. Perfect,
isn’t it?

Anna: Hm.

Max: The only trouble is that you won’t be able to
find it in your curriculum. Not yet anyway.

Anna: You’ve never missed a chance to mock
me. OK. But... Here I think you are mistaken.
We’ve got it in our curriculum. Not as a
second language, of course, but as an aspect.

It’s included in our course on Cross-cultural
Communication. Body language, for your
information, is extremely important and can
enhance the effectiveness of communication
tremendously, as well as ruin it completely.

Max: Go on. Is it really so important? Any practical
application or just curious information?

Anna: It’s crucial! Just imagine that for Italian
people a hug and a big kiss on the cheek is a
typical greeting, even if they don’t know the
person well or don’t know him at all! But for a
reserved Japanese this is absolutely outrageous,
they may find you rude if you use the Italian-
style-greeting with them. For them a greeting is a
respectful bow.

Max: Well, yes, I agree that in some contexts it’s
very important to know how to communicate
across cultures. But let’s get back to our
business. It’s just occurred to me... How about
Spanish? It’s not particularly difficult. It’s-even
easier than English as it has no complicated
reading rules — you write words just like you
hear them. Grammar is not complicated either.
And it sounds nice.

Anna: Yes, I believe it’s worth being considered.
An additional argument for it is that this
language is spoken widely, in Spain... and in
some other countries,... I suppose.

Max: “Some other countries” include the whole
of South America, except Brazil, where the
main language is Portuguese. It’s just for your
information.
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Anna: Geography has never been my strength but
it doesn’t mean that you should make fun of me,
just because you know it a bit better.

Max: OK, let’s forget about it. I didn’t really mean
any offence. Have you made your choice about
your second foreign language yet?

Anna: I think I almost have. But what would you
say to Italian? One of my friends has been
learning it, and she says that...

TEST 1

Let me just start by saying that... that I'm very
glad to be invited to your club. ...I really think
that the problem you’ve raised is very important
and controversial. What is democracy? And how
can we make sure that our country is democratic?
And what does being democratic mean in practical
terms?

You know that democracy as a political system
appeared in Greece in the 5-4th century BC. The
word democracy consists of two words: demos,
which means people and kratos, which means
power or strength. The idea is that it’s people, not
the select few, who have real power and rule the
country.

There are two main principles any democratic
state should follow. The first — any person should
be guaranteed easy access to power, and the
second — any person should enjoy all essential
liberties and rights, such as the right to life, the right
to the freedom of movement, the right to vote, the
right to practise any religion and so on. All these
rights are fundamental and they cannot be taken
away regardless of a person’s nationality, gender,
physical disability, religious or political views or
property status.

Apart from democratic societies there have been
and still are many other political systems and among
them — feudalism and monarchy. You know that
there was no strong central power in feudal society.
There were lots of knights or feudal lords and the
king was no more than just the most important
feudal lord. In monarchy, on the contrary, the
power, almost unlimited, belonged to the king or
the queen.

Then it became restricted by the government or
Parliament (like in Britain), and monarchy beca-
me... kind of more civilised.

A democratic state is undoubtedly the most
progressive form of political system. And I'm sure
about this. However, there are people who don’t
find it efficient enough and see lots of drawbacks.

The main problem for democratic society is
not only to declare the rights of people (no official
or political party can deny them now), but to
guarantee that everyone can exercise their rights
in real life. The point is that individual rights may



overlap. I mean that since we live in society, our
rights are always limited by other people’s rights.
For instance, my right to speak freely or to express
my opinion may conflict with other people’s rights
to get true information. Media should be free but it
shouldn’t abuse people. And it’s not easy to strike
the right balance. What’s sensational truth to one
side may be lies to another.

Another thing is the right to vote. It’s undoubtedly
a very important right through which people
can realise the first principle of democracy that
everyone should have access to power. By voting
we actually delegate our share of power to our
representatives, who then shape the policy of the
state according to our wish. However, there are
people who claim that when this right is granted
to everyone (being of age is practically the only
requirement), it affects the efficiency of the political
system. How? you may ask. Critics insist that lots of
people are not qualified to choose and vote for their
representatives. They may choose wrong candidates
because of their incompetence or indifference. You
can see the point here, can’t you? I’'m certainly not
talking about taking the right to vote from people.
We just need to be less careless and more civilised
to make the most of this right.

The next point, which in contrast to the previous
one I totally support, is that the main goal for any
society that wants to be considered a democratic
one is transparency. All legislative, executive and
judicial institutions and their activities should be
transparent and the officials should be accountable
for all their actions and initiatives.

There’s one more point I want to emphasize —
people should be very well aware of their rights and
who they can complain to if their rights are abused...

There’s no need to say that we are very proud of
the fact that our university was registered at the top
of the list of the most solid and reputable educa-
tional institutions. It proves that we provide our
students with good knowledge and with diplomas
that are recognised worldwide. The number of our
students is rising and now it’s estimated at about
3000 people. Like most high-flying universities, yes,
though it may seem a little immodest, I think that
we are high-flying, we accept international students.
You can see students from different countries
here and we certainly enjoy teaching students from
Russia too. They usually perform as capable and...
resourceful students. But, we need to reveal it to
you that along with very successful students there
are those who unfortunately fail their courses. And
this is one of the things I would like to talk about.

I’'m going to let you know about some difficulties
and pitfalls you may encounter when studying with
us. You need to realise that being a university
student differs from being a school student
dramatically.

The thing is that the school education system is
rather patronizing. I went to a Russian secondary
school in Novosibirsk for two years. It happened
when my father worked there for one of the joint
ventures, and the family had to move to Siberia.

I don’t want to talk much about my impressions,

though I enjoyed living there and even severe

winter frosts couldn’t spoil them. I went to a school
where students learnt English since the second
grade and some school subjects were taught in

English, so I didn’t experience any language barrier.

The thing that amazed me was that the teachers

were helpful. They constantly monitored the class in

order to be sure that we’d written down everything
that was supposed to be written down. They
checked our homework. They were in touch with
our parents and informed them about our progress.

Yes, they were very helpful and strict, but we were

never autonomous in our education. Our teachers

were our guides, advisors, and comforters, our stick
and carrot, and we owe them a good share of our
success.

You may wonder why I'm telling you all this.
Well, I've been telling you this personal story to
warn you against the dangers of a new style of
learning. You need to be aware that here, in the
university, there are no patronizing teachers any
more. No one is going to watch you and correct all
your mistakes. You are much more autonomous
now than you used to be at school. It’s up to you
to decide whether to do the homework or to ignore
it. You choose the time to do your project — now,
in a week, or some time later. And no teacher is
ever going to check your lecture notes. And you
have the final say in whether to attend a lecture or
not. This all sounds great, doesn’t it? Autonomy
and freedom! And it seems great till the exam time
comes. For some reason exam time always comes all
of a sudden. At the exams you become accountable
for everything, and this works as a trap for some
young people. My advice may sound too obvious
and naive, but I strongly advise you to do the
following.

1. Stick to the daily routine you had at school,
which means — attend all the classes.

2. Make notes of everything the teacher says. Your
notes should be legible and reasonably detailed.
Leave some space in case you want to add
comments or complete the notes later.

3. Read the notes the same day you wrote them,
or the day after, at the latest. If you don’t, the
information slips your mind very easily and
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you’ll have to spend hours and days to restore it
before your seminar or exam.

4. Do ask questions. If you feel that you don’t
understand something, ask the teacher. Every
little bit you fail to understand now will lead to
problems in the future. It’s like a snowball.

5. Believe in yourself. Never give up. The course
doesn’t contain anything beyond your abilities.
And to round it up, I would like to say that we, the

staff of the university, are always here for you. You

are welcome with all your questions and worries...

It’s an interview
with an official in education. She says that the
demand for engineers is rising. Her forecast is
encouraging for construction-related specialists,
people in medicine, and in services like tourism
and hospitality business.

Mike: And how about computer geeks?
Programmers, site developers and others?

Tom: I expected a boom in that sphere too, but she
doesn’t say anything about it. Look, jobs like
nurses, child and elderly people minders are also
mentioned. They are going to be in much greater
demand in several decades, probably years.
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Mike: I can’t really see why. It looks logical
that computer specialists and people in
communications and nanotechnologies can
anticipate professional boom... because society
is developing and accelerating... But child
minders... and elderly people minders... Well,

I don’t know...

Tom: It’s absolutely logical, and it’s another
consequence of the development of society.
Lots of women nowadays don’t want to choose
between family and career. They want both. But
it’s not possible to be a true professional and
a caring mother who never takes her eyes off
the child. Career, whatever line of business you
are in, takes up time and concentration,... and
children need the same.

Mike: Well, I see. And a child minder looks after
children when mum is concentrating on her job
thus enabling her to grow professionally. The
requirements to a child minder are going to be
very high, I guess. And elderly people minders?

Tom: There are reasons for this too. Due to
profound achievements in medicine and
improvements in living standards people tend
to live longer. But family ties and community
ties are getting looser. Elderly people may
find themselves absolutely on their own. It can
be difficult for them to cope with everyday
problems. And they can suffer even worse from
lack of communication. Elderly people minders
can lessen the problem.

Mike: In what way? Just by sitting beside?

Tom: Not necessarily. They can organise different
pastimes for elderly people in the community,
like, music parties, cookery competitions. ...and
can provide some medical care of course. And
talking... The worst thing for a human being is
when there’s nobody to talk to. Elderly people
often have to face this.

Mike: I see now. Interesting. But yet I don’t have
an idea what career to choose.

Tom: It’s OK that you can’t do it at once. I think
we should start with our inclinations, understand
what we find appealing and what is unacceptable
for us.

Interviewer: In our today’s programme we’ll be
talking about tendencies in the labour market
and what our jobs are going to be like in the
future.

Expert: Right. The way we do our work is going
to change in the future. The main factor in
developed society is labour efficiency coefficient.
In other words we need to make productivity
in all industries as high as possible. We should
spend less time, less resources, and less labour
and... get better results.

Interviewer: We should work less and get more —
is this the motto?

Expert: Exactly. This is the goal. People shouldn’t
spend too much time at work — they have lots
of other important things to do, like developing
their talents, doing sports, travelling, brining up
kids!

Interviewer: But we have to spend most of our
days in the plants and factories, offices, shops,
hospitals — at places where we work. Very
little time is left to what you call “talents
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development”. And when people come home
from work, they have to do lots of household
chores like cleaning, cooking, washing and so on.
To be fair, nowadays it’s easier as we have smart
machines at home.

Expert: Right. Running the household is getting
easier and it cannot be compared with our
grandparents’ daily routine. Yes, the situation
here has improved, in big cities especially, but
people still work too much, outside their homes
I mean.

Interviewer: Yes, and I can say that it’s not easy
for people to allocate time for seeing friends or
relatives. Kids are also suffering. Their parents
are either at work or commute there or back.

Expert: That’s it. Travelling to work and back,
commuting eats up lots of our time. And
business meetings! Someone is always late
because of traffic jams, and the others have to
wait for them. And these meetings often become
unreasonably expensive if people come from
different cities or even from different continents.
The efficiency coefficient of such events could
be much higher if we managed to avoid the side
costs — time and money.

Interviewer: Yes, I see the point. You mean that
it’s possible to optimize the working process by
reducing travelling time.

Expert: Right. And modern communication means
enable us to do it right now. Why should people
fly to the business meeting, if they can discuss
everything via teleconferencing?

Interviewer: Teleconferencing?

Expert: Yes, teleconferencing or videoconferencing
facilities allow people from different places to
discuss issues online. Hundreds of people can
take part in the discussion at a time. You can
see and hear your supporters and opponents.
Teleconferences don’t lessen the value of
the discussion but save time and money. The
potential is great, isn’t it?

Interviewer: Yes, it sounds impressive. The “greens”
will back this idea too.

Expert: No doubt. Less business flying, less carbon
emission, less air pollution. But this is another
issue, for another programme probably.

Interviewer: Right, let’s get back to the optimized
mode of working. Your idea looks very good for
long-distance business travelling, but we, average
workers, clerks, managers, have to go to work
every day. And in big cities it often takes hours
to get to the work place. Cars have paralysed the
traffic, public transport can’t cope with crowds of
people. You know what it’s like in rush hours...

Expert: I do. And people lose their time there. Even
worse — it affects their health. And certainly
it affects their personal efficiency when at last
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they get to work. They work worse, slower, less
carefully, less creatively than they could.

Interviewer: And? A vicious circle? Do you see any
way out?

Expert: You know there are lots of jobs that don’t
necessarily require your presence in the office.
For example, if you work for a customer support
service, receive telephone calls and consult
your clients or if you analyse financial data, or
prepare a presentation, there’s no need to go to
the office. You can do it via your computer and
the internet.

Interviewer: You mean working from home, don’t
you?

Expert: Exactly. It’s often called teleworking.
Teleworkers work from home and enjoy
flexibility in working hours and location. Our
communication facilities allow us to do it.

When for completing your task you need your
colleagues’ help or advice, you can get it in
seconds via e-mail or by entering your company’s
corporate net, or you can invite your colleagues
to a teleconference.

Interviewer: Yes, journalists, writers, lawyers can
work according to this scheme... And in some
cases the same scheme can be used by managers
and office workers. If they don’t commute to
their offices in rush hours, other people, whose
presence at their working place is really vital,
like doctors, teachers, construction workers,
will be able to get there quicker and work more
efficiently too.

Expert: Your idea looks tempting and I think lots
of people would appreciate it.

Interviewer: It’s not my idea, certainly. And
it is already being put into practice. But,
unfortunately, it’s not a panacea. Teleworking or
working from home has some drawbacks too.

Expert: But we’ll have to talk about it in our next
programme as our today’s time is running out.

Interviewer: Yes, sure.

Expert: And now we still have a few minutes for
our listeners’ questions.

You
know that communication means is crucial for
any military operation, but in case of a serious
war it’s absolutely vital as traditional radio
stations can be easily blocked.

Angela: I never thought about that...

And now everyone can
commute between computers and exchange any
format of information — texts, pictures, videos,
whatever. Amazing that only a couple of decades
ago these technologies seemed very advanced
and non accessible to most people!

Tony: And we are developing very fast! The
internet allows for a great information flow. It
wasn’t possible before. That’s why we are bound
to make new breakthroughs in the near future.
During our lifetime, I’'m sure.

Angela: And in what spheres do you think?

Tony: Well, I expect there’ll be a sustainable growth
in communications, and we’ll certainly discover
something new in medicine.

Angela: Are you talking about cloning?

Tony: Cloning is a buzzword today. The media talks
a lot about it — if it’s ethical or not, should the
research into cells and genes be encouraged or
banned...

Angela: And what’s your opinion?

Tony: I don’t know. Experiments with genes and
cloning may lead to unexpected consequences.

By
improving the genes we can get rid of lots of
diseases, now incurable, like cancer, hemophilia,
mental diseases... And cloning technologies
can supply surgeons with organs necessary for
transplantations. Just imagine that you can
grow a spare heart, or kidney or a spare leg and
replace your own one if it stops working.

Angela: Ugh... Horrifying... And tempting. I'm,
kind of, in two minds about it.

Tony: And not only you. It’s a very controversial
issue, but I think that we’ll be able to handle
the situation and we’ll see lots of amazing things
soon.

On the
contrary. Nowadays, the scientific knowledge and
the amount of information about the universe
doubles every fifteen — eighteen months.
The information is enormous and absolutely
fascinating, and it would be too disappointing
to miss it. Would you like to know about the
past of the planet, when and how everything
started, or about the latest findings in people’s
paranormal abilities, or about new discoveries
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in cloning, photon teleportation, whatever? The
information is right here for you — in the science
journals and in the internet. And believe me,
real science is much more interesting and breath-
taking than any science fiction story.

Speaker 3
My friends say that I swallow up books. And
this is true as I read everywhere — in public
transport, when I wait for people, when I watch
TV and when I eat. And I can consume almost
any genre! But my favourite reading is popular
science. I'm equally interested in what’s going on
in cybernetics and medicine, in archeology and
space technologies. My second choice in reading
is books about mysterious events of the past, like
Atlantis and Maya civilisation, but they should
be based on scientific facts or hypotheses, not
just imaginary things. And my third choice is
science fiction, as I believe that science fiction
literature foresees the future. Technologies
described as fictional get implemented in our
real life surprisingly soon.

Speaker 4
My friend is crazy about any sensational
information. Practically every day she comes
to me with absolutely unbelievable news. For
instance, once she told me that scientists have
discovered the gene responsible for aging, and
they have already found out how to block it,
which means that starting from now people
can become immortal, that is they can live
forever. Another time she announced that
researchers have found very reliable evidence
of extraterrestrial life. She feels hurt that
I'm skeptical about all that and tell her not
to trust everything she reads in the internet.
The internet and newspapers contain lots of
inaccurate information or even lies. In my
opinion, it’s better to read science fiction as
the authors don’t pretend that their stories are
true.

Speaker 5
I enjoy reading science fiction. I think that it’s
a very interesting genre. It gives people ideas
and helps them stretch their imagination. For
instance, when Jules Verne was writing about
Captain Nemo’s adventures and described his
submarine equipment, those technologies were
unbelievably advanced for his time and most
people thought the writer was no more than a
taleteller. However, those technologies became
reality in less than a century. The same refers to
travelling in space and creating smart robots. I'm
sure that in several decades scientists working
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on artificial intellect will present very impressive
results, and the machines will learn how to

think creatively and experience feelings! Lots of
scientists, by the way, say that they got ideas and
inspiration from the old science fiction books
they read in their childhood!

Speaker 6
It’s assumed that it’s usually young people who
like science fiction. But I'm in the fan club too,
though I retired several years ago. Being retired
doesn’t mean being indifferent and bored.
Probably vice versa — the older I grow, the
more curious about life I get. I enjoy reading
science fiction as it gives food for thought. There
are lots of ideas there! I wonder if it’s really
possible to apply the technologies described in
the books and what results it can lead to. It’s all
very stimulating and it prevents my brains from
getting idle.

...And we certainly shouldn’t forget that keeping
a pet is a great responsibility. Dog adoption,

for instance, means serious commitments. Dog
owners must provide their pets with necessary
feeding and care, medical care included. In

this programme we would like to remind dog
owners in Rockhampton about the mandatory
vaccination. The local authorities have started a
new veterinarian centre, which you can visit this
month and have a free veterinarian consultation.
The veterinarian is available every weekday from
8 to 11 am on Monday, Wednesday and Friday,
and from 2 pm to 6 pm on Tuesday and Thursday.

People have always dreamt of living long lives. And
the tendencies are actually encouraging. However,
a long life is not exactly what we are looking for.
Talking about a long life we mean an active live, not
a miserable and helpless existence of a cripple.

And modern technologies give us hope that our
dream can come true. Actually, we already live
longer. Statistics speak about a significant increase
in life expectancy. This increase has become
possible due to several factors.

First of all, now we know how to fight lots of
deadly diseases that used to carry away lots of
lives. Smallpox, typhoid, malaria, plague — were
the infectious diseases which left people a very
small chance to survive, and even if they managed
to survive, they usually suffered very serious
complications. The diseases devastated cities,
countries and even vaster territories. And I'm not
talking about ancient times only — it happened
relatively recently.

For instance, The Great Plague. That epidemic
happened in France in 1720s. It carried away about
50 per cent of the population of Marseille. Engla-
nd experienced its worst ever smallpox epidemic
in 1872. It claimed about 45 thousand lives. Russia
survived through a terrifying typhoid epidemic in
1917-1922. People didn’t know how to fight the
diseases. Their herbal remedies were not effective
enough. Hygienic measures like using clean water
were useful, but could not stop the epidemics.

Fortunately for us, the creation of vaccines
stopped the spread of most infectious diseases. Due
to effective medicine some of them don’t exist any
more. It doesn’t mean, however, that there are no
dangerous diseases nowadays. There’s AIDS, heart
diseases... Even influenza can be very dangerous.
And our doctors still have lots of room for research.
But the rate of early death because of an illness is
considerably lower now than it used to be, and it
works for longer life expectancy.

The other thing I would like to mention is the
importance of mental activity. No one doubts it that
physical activity, exercise, regular sport prolong
our life. And this is true, but mental activity is very
important too. In simple words, our body is ruled by
our brains. When the brains are active, they gen-
erate lots of ideas, lots of plans which need to be
realised. The body gets the message — you’ve got a
mission, you need to be active to fulfill it, you need
to resist diseases, be optimistic and live on. And
the body obeys. It looks for additional resources
which would be left non-activated if they weren’t
needed. The opposite example is when people feel
that they’ve done everything and they don’t want

to develop further — their brains get stale. They
transmit another message — the life programme is
completed, there isn’t any other task to fulfill. And
the body responds accordingly — as there’s nothing
to do, and it’s not crucial to sustain strength and
energy, all organs can relax. So, they relax... they
stop resisting illnesses and aging processes and...
ultimately die.

Actually, I want to focus on this very factor tod-
ay — and to talk about what we can do to prolong
and stimulate our mental activity in order to deser-
ve a longer life.

Can we choose where to live? We certainly can,

at least it’s written in the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights. According to it, we have the right to
live wherever we want — in the highlands or in the
lowlands, near the sea or in the desert, in a big city
or in a little village. Which place to choose? Which
is better? There’s no answer to these questions.
Different people prefer different places. But most
of us would like to live in a safe place. It’s mainly
for safety reasons that people united and founded
cities. Most cities were surrounded by high walls.
They resembled or actually were fortresses and
their aim was to protect the population from all
kinds of invaders. Created for safety, are big cities
a safe place now? Most people would say “no”. We
conducted a survey of the students of our city, and
the results confirm this opinion. Unfortunately, I
should say.

Let’s try to look into the situation to understand
why young people do not consider a megalopolis...
a very comfortable place to live in.

The results of the survey say that young people
think that the situation in a megalopolis can actually
be life or health threatening. In their opinion, the
level of street crimes is too high. It’s much higher
than in little settlements. The explanation is quite
easy. Community ties are less tight in a megalopolis
than in a village or a little town, if they exist at all.
People come and leave. They often don’t know their
neighbours living next door to them. Even if they do,
they don’t value their opinion very much, so there’s
no need to gain and sustain their respect. People
don’t care very much if their reputation is damaged.
“What’s the point in worrying”, they say, “if
somebody is not happy with my behaviour, I don’t
care, their opinion can’t affect my life in any way”.

In a smaller community the situation is different.
Families have been living there for a long while and
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a good reputation is important. Neigbours are not
indifferent to each other. Kids and teenagers are
sort of looked after and brought up by the whole
of the neighbourhood, not only by the parents.
Antisocial behaviour and crimes are disapproved
of by the community, and bad behaviour will
affect the troublemaker’s life — his or her status
in the community and even education and job
prospects. The same may be true not only for the
troublemakers themselves, but for the members
of their families. And no one would enjoy being
treated as a social outcast.

Another danger of a big city that was mentioned
by the students in the survey is the traffic and
dangerous driving. The number of accidents and
their victims is higher in big cities too. Yes, there
are more cars here and speeds are higher — these
are the reasons we can’t do anything about.
However, there’s one more thing that makes the
situation even worse. It’s careless and dangerous
driving. Drivers lack responsibility because they
don’t care much about people around them.

And the last thing I would like to comment
on, which was mentioned by the respondents
quite often, is the general level of stress that
adds up to the poor safety of a megalopolis.
Commuting, crowds of people, traffic jams, air and
noise pollution develops a feeling of loneliness
and insecurity, which triggers diseases and often
provokes people to act aggressively in their turn.
It escalates a new round of aggression and hostility
and... we are in a vicious circle.

Can anything be done about it? Can the
environment of a megalopolis be improved or are
we doomed to live in a place we are not happy
with? I’'m absolutely positive that the situation is
quite manageable but we all need to get together to
improve it. I believe that we need to start with...
